Obligation: All funds must be obligatea(ders placed for property and services, contracts and subawards
made, and similar transactions, such as Interagency Agreements) that require payoyBrecember 31,
2024. See next slide for exceptions.

Liquidation: NEUs have two years after the obligation deadline to liquidate funds. Obligations must be
expended and liquidated dyecember 31, 2026
